Free Blood and Health Check-up Camp at Salegaon  
     A special youth camp for young men and women was organized at Salegaon by the National

Since this business can be 

conducted within a limited space, many young people are increasingly turning towards goat 

rearing. 

     Similarly, the poultry farming sector has also given a significant boost to employment 

generation in rural areas. Given the constant demand for eggs and meat, this business yields 

profits within a relatively short timeframe. The use of improved poultry breeds, modern 

housing sheds, and scientific management practices is leading to a remarkable increase in 

production output. Overall, dairy farming, goat rearing, and poultry farming play a pivotal role 

in rural development and represent a firm step towards realizing the vision of an             

'Atmanirbhar Bharat' (Self-Reliant India). Dr. Shejul shared comprehensive insights regarding 

these sectors. On this occasion, while offering guidance on water management, Dr. Jijaram 

Bagal emphasized that rainwater must be allowed to percolate directly into the fields; to 

achieve this, he advised maintaining substantial field bunds. Delivering the presidential 

concluding remarks, Dr. Sitaram Ingole stated that true transformation is brought about through 

education.

Privatization is on the rise, 

and government jobs are becoming increasingly scarce; therefore, skill-oriented education is 

essential. Along with modern curricula, traditional values and practical skills should also be 

imparted. Take great care to ensure that your children do not fall prey to any form of addiction. 

Spend strictly within the limits of your income; only then will your household's financial 

management be truly sound. In this manner—by citing relatable examples from everyday life—

Dr. Deshmukh elucidated the subject of rural financial management to the audience. Dr. Prem 

Rathod provided valuable guidance on water management, offering insights into strategies for 

water conservation and groundwater recharge.

Free Blood and Health Check-up Camp at Salegaon during Shri Siddheshwar College's 

NSS Camp 
     A special youth camp for young men and women was organized at Salegaon by the National Service

      A total of [Number] patients were examined, comprising 34 men, 32 women, and 20 children.

Primary treatment was administered on the spot, and patients were advised to visit larger hospitals for further 

treatment if their condition warranted it.

These enterprises, which can be initiated with 

minimal capital investment, have today become the foundation of financial stability for numerous families. 

This assertion was made by Livestock Officer Dr. Ranjit Shejul (Panchayat Samiti, Majalgaon) while speaking 

on the topic of "Agriculture-Allied Businesses" at a National Service Scheme (NSS) camp organized by Shri 

Siddheshwar College in Salegaon.

     In the dairy sector, a consistent market is available for cow and buffalo milk; furthermore, thanks to milk 

collection centers, cooperative societies, and private dairies, farmers are receiving fair prices for their produce. 

The government is actively implementing various schemes, including the provision of improved livestock 

breeds, vaccination drives, subsidies on animal feed, and training programs. Dr. Shejul provided detailed 

information regarding these various agriculture-allied businesses.Goat rearing is proving to be an extremely 

profitable venture for small and marginal farmers, as well as for women. Goats can be reared at a low cost, 

and there is a substantial demand for both their milk and meat. Since this business can be conducted within a 

limited space, many young people are increasingly turning towards goat rearing. 

     Similarly, the poultry farming sector has also given a significant boost to employment generation in rural 

areas. Given the constant demand for eggs and meat, this business yields profits within a relatively short 

timeframe. The use of improved poultry breeds, modern housing sheds, and scientific management practices 

is leading to a remarkable increase in production output. Overall, dairy farming, goat rearing, and poultry 

farming play a pivotal role in rural development and represent a firm step towards realizing the vision of an             

'Atmanirbhar Bharat' (Self-Reliant India). Dr. Shejul shared comprehensive insights regarding these sectors. 

On this occasion, while offering guidance on water management, Dr. Jijaram Bagal emphasized that rainwater 

must be allowed to percolate directly into the fields; to achieve this, he advised maintaining substantial field 

bunds. Delivering the presidential concluding remarks, Dr. Sitaram Ingole stated that true transformation is 

brought about through education. He asserted that we must provide quality education to our children, and to 

facilitate this, we must elevate our economic status by engaging in agriculture-allied industries.

Lead an addiction-free life and spend according to your income; only then will your 

financial management remain sound.--Dr. Mahesh Deshmukh 
 

     An economy is fundamentally based on three sectors: agriculture, industry, and the service sector.  

India possesses a dual economy—one that encompasses both urban and rural spheres. 

India is home to 600,000 villages, while Maharashtra alone accounts for 41,000; the rural economy is 

intrinsically dependent on agriculture and the forces of nature. Villages often lack adequate physical 

infrastructure and modern amenities; consequently, people must now shed their traditional, outdated 

mindsets. Contemporary social life is characterized by excessive expenditure, a strong tendency toward 

ostentation, and the persistent influence of caste dynamics. 

     There is a significant mismatch between people's expenses and their actual income. We must eradicate 

harmful customs and traditions. Agriculture requires supplementary occupations, as farmers rarely have the 

power to dictate the market prices of their produce. One must prioritize saving a portion of their income. 

Agro-allied businesses should be actively pursued. The government's stance on these matters often appears 

contradictory. Avoid borrowing money from private moneylenders, and refrain from purchasing unnecessary 

items; only then will your financial stability remain intact. Prioritize your children's education. Privatization 

is on the rise, and government jobs are becoming increasingly scarce; therefore, skill-oriented education is 

essential. Along with modern curricula, traditional values and practical skills should also be imparted. Take 

great care to ensure that your children do not fall prey to any form of addiction. Spend strictly within the 

limits of your income; only then will your household's financial management be truly sound. In this 

manner—by citing relatable examples from everyday life—Dr. Deshmukh elucidated the subject of rural 

financial management to the audience. Dr. Prem Rathod provided valuable guidance on water management, 

offering insights into strategies for water conservation and groundwater recharge. 

     Delivering the presidential concluding remarks, Dr. Deepak Kadam emphasized that the habit of financial 

saving is a pivotal factor in leading a successful life. The program was anchored by Dr. Ashok Hoke; the 

introductory remarks were delivered by Dr. Shivshankar Mitkari; and the vote of thanks was proposed by Dr.
