Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's birth anniversary 

     Prof. Gautam Gaikwad asserted that Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was, indeed, a warrior of 

infinite dimensions. He was speaking at a lecture organized by the National Service Scheme 

(NSS) Department and the Board of Studies of Shri Siddheshwar College, Majalgaon, on the 

occasion of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's birth anniversary. The event was presided over by Adv. 

Vishwas Joshi, Secretary of the Local Managing Committee. Also present on the dais were 

Central Executive Committee members Prakash Dugad and Amarnath Khurpe; Ram Kulkarni, 

Chairman of the Kholeshwar College Development Committee; and the College Principal, Dr.

Swami Vivekananda, too, used to say that after Gautama Buddha, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar 

was the only *Mahamanav* (Great Human Being) to emerge; indeed, it is unlikely that another 

such great figure will arise hereafter. He took decisions that were solely in the interest of 

society—decisions aimed at social welfare. Furthermore, he enshrined within the Indian 

Constitution all the necessary provisions for the betterment of society. Believing that a society 

can function properly only if law and order are maintained effectively, he incorporated 

extremely stringent laws within the Constitution. He secured for the Indian people 40 

fundamental rights and entitlements. The Hindu Code Bill must be regarded as a true gift 

bestowed upon the Indian populace. It was his firm conviction that everyone should have an 

equal right to the resources and wealth of this nation. Through the medium of the Constitution, 

he sought to establish a new social order. He believed that every measure aimed at public 

welfare should be utilized for the greater good of the nation. He accomplished all this work 

while remaining firmly within the framework of Indian philosophical traditions. He envisioned 

the creation of an egalitarian, exploitation-free society, and to that end, he incorporated specific 

provisions within the Constitution. Shahu Maharaj, too, [held Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar in high 

esteem]... People used to say to Babasaheb Ambedkar, "You are the King of Knowledge, while 

we are the Kings of Tradition." Even today, his intellectual prowess is recognized globally—a 

testament solely to his accomplishments. He successfully argued 32 diverse legal cases on 

behalf of farmers in the courts, securing justice for them. It was his earnest desire that if a 

project like the 'River Interlinking Project' were implemented in our country, the farmers would 

truly become prosperous and self-sufficient. He propounded a forward-looking concept 

advocating for the equitable distribution of the nation's wealth. It was his firm conviction that 

everyone should possess an equal right to power, wealth, land, and water. 

     On this occasion, Central Executive Committee member Amarnath Khurpe also shared his 

thoughts. He remarked that Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was a multifaceted personality. His vast 

knowledge serves as a source of inspiration and energy for our students. All students ought to 

read and internalize his biography, reflecting deeply upon the future of society. In his address, 

he elucidated various facets of Dr. Ambedkar's character. 



Delivering the concluding presidential remarks, Adv. Vishwas Joshi stated that while it is true 

that we celebrate Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar's birth anniversary every year, it is equally 

important to consider what lessons we draw from such events. As students navigating our 

academic lives, we must glean appropriate wisdom from such diverse lectures to shape our own 

lives and give them a meaningful direction. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar was a colossus of 

positive energy. Although he lacked financial affluence during his lifetime, it would not be an 

exaggeration to say that the adversities he faced ultimately proved to be a blessing in disguise. 

The current degradation of standards within the political landscape poses a genuine threat to 

the future. Throughout his life, he steadfastly upheld the triad of *Pradnya* (Wisdom), *Sheel* 

(Character), and *Karuna* (Compassion). We must forever bow in reverence before such a 

multifaceted personality. His ideology was profoundly profound; consequently, he expressed 

his views on a wide array of subjects by penning editorials. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar dedicated 

his work solely to the objectives of patriotism and national upliftment. On this occasion, he 

expressed his firm conviction that if religious stagnation, along with political and economic 

inequality, were eradicated, India would emerge as the greatest nation in the world.  

     The introductory remarks for the program were delivered by Dr. Vikas Borgaonkar, the 

Program Officer for the National Service Scheme.

REPORT ON POSHAN PAKHWADA (8th -23nd April 2025) 
Poshan Pakhwada 2025 is a step towards building a strong and healthy Bharat with the main focus on 

women and children. All the ministries and departments of the Government of India along with 

anganwadi centres across the country organise various activities to sensitize the community to 

prioritize antenatal care, proper nutrition and regular health checkups, pledge for a healthier future by 

eating right, doing physical activities, staying hydrated, registration on poshan tracker app. 

On 17th April,2025 , Raidighi College NSS Unit-1 organised an engaging and informative outreach 

program to spread awareness on healthy eating, a nutritious diet and personal hygiene for the school 

children School under the guidance of Programme Officer. The initiative aimed at promoting awareness 

among school children about essential health and nutrition topics, with a special emphasis on childhood 

malnutrition and obesity prevention. 

Focus on Childhood Malnutrition and Obesity: 

A special highlight of the event was its focus on the pressing issues of childhood malnutrition and 

obesity, both of which are significant public health concerns globally. The volunteers demonstrated how 

balanced nutrition and proper lifestyle choices can prevent these conditions. They explained the causes, 

effects, and practical prevention strategies using interactive charts and relatable examples tailored for the 

young audience. This approach not only enhanced understanding but also encouraged children to adopt 

healthier habits early on. According to the National Family Health Survey 

(2019-21) (NFHS-5) the percentage of children under 5 years who are overweight has increased from 

2.1% in 2015-16 (NFHS-4) to 3.4% in 2019-21 at national level. To address this consumption of 

foods high in fat, salt and sugar (HFSS) and promotion of healthy snacks in schools of India, the 

Ministry of Women and Child Development constituted a working group in 2015. The 

recommendations of the group were as follows: 

Ban on sale of all HFSS foods in school canteens and restriction on sale of such items by vendors around 

200 m of school premises during school hours. 

School canteens should always offer green category foods like fruits and vegetables. 

Use of hydrogenated fat should be totally banned in school canteens 

Physical activity should be mandatory in schools. 

Food habit and dietary management 

Promotion of Ayush based food habits and dietary management and prevention of anemia was done 

through a webinar. Evidence based seminar on safety and efficacy of ayush was done by the student 

volunteers. Distribution of Ayush kits was done by the volunteers especially to the pregnant women and 

lactating mothers. A risk analysis study was done based on which women’s of different age groups 

were examined and counseled. 

 

 



Interpretation of significance of regional and traditional food crops was done and awareness was created 

on various agricultural practices. A few training sessions were organized to educate the people on good 

agriculture practices and the importance of various crops in our life. 

 

Impact: 
Feedback collected from both students and teachers was overwhelmingly positive. Participants 

appreciated the clarity and simplicity of the information, the interactive format, and the enthusiasm of 

the volunteers. Many expressed that the event not only enhanced their knowledge but also inspired them 

to make healthier choices in their lives. Teachers noted a noticeable increase in students’ 

awareness about nutrition and personal hygiene following the session. 

The success of this event underscores the importance of volunteer-driven educational initiatives in 

schools. By directly engaging with children and addressing critical health topics, the volunteers 

contributed significantly to building a foundation for lifelong wellness. 

Conclusion: 
The Poshan Pakhwada outreach campaign proved to be a valuable and impactful program under the 

stewardship of NSS Programme Officeres. Through well-prepared materials, focused content on 

nutrition and hygiene, and interactive activities, the volunteers effectively educated school children on 

key health issues.

The impressive quiz results and excellent feedback highlight the event’s success in 

fostering health awareness among young learners. This initiative exemplifies the powerful role of 

volunteerism in promoting public health education and empowering the next generation.

In this context, Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar established Milind College in 

Chhatrapati Sambhaji Nagar, thereby truly making educational facilities accessible to the local 

poor and underprivileged masses. Subsequently, on August 23, 1958, Marathwada University 

was established. At the time of its inception, only nine colleges were affiliated with this 

university. On January 14, 1994, the university was officially renamed "Dr. Babasaheb 

Ambedkar Marathwada University." With a keen awareness of the educational, social, 

economic, and industrial challenges facing the historically underdeveloped Marathwada 

region, the university has made invaluable contributions to the development of this territory 

through dedicated research and academic endeavors. Educational opportunities have now 

become available to the poor and grassroots-level students of this region. Today's students 

are becoming increasingly engrossed in their mobile phones and are gradually losing touch 

with the culture of reading; consequently, the Principal announced plans to establish a 

'Reading Corner' within the college premises. Regarding this initiative, the Local President, 

Secretary, Chairman of the College Development Committee, and other local office-bearers 

pledged to provide the college's Reading Corner with a supply of newspapers and various 

magazines.
